Mrs. Coudert Nast, was the wife of Conde Nast, who bought
Vogue, then a small New York society magazine, transforming it
into  one  of  America’s  premier  fashion  magazines.  He  then
turned  Vanity  Fair  into  a  sophisticated  general  interest
publication.  I feel so honored to own this original piece of
chow history and want to make sure it is always available for
