In 1867,
Thomas Fall moved down to London to work as a photographer in the famous
portrait studio of Elliott & Fry. By 1875, Thomas Fall had established
his own photographic studio at 9 Baker Street, London. Thomas Fall
specialised in canine photography and in the 1890s became well-known for
his photographs of champion dogs.
